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From the Pastors’ Desk… 

On 4 June we celebrate Pentecost which really is the birth of the 
church empowered to fulfil the great commission.  In Acts 1:8
Jesus tells His disciples, “You will receive power after which the
Holy Spirit will come on you and you will be My witnesses in 
Jerusalem, Judea, Samaria and to the ends of the earth.”  

In 1606, on the day of Pentecost, Spanish Captain Pedro Fernandez de Quiros, who was 
in Tahiti at the time, prophesied concerning Australia; here is part of that prophecy:  “In 
the name of Jesus Christ… hoist this emblem of the Holy Cross on which His person was
crucified and whereon He gave His life for the ransom and remedy of all human race… 
on this day of Pentecost, 1606… I take possession of all this part of the South as far as 
the pole, in the name of Jesus… which from now on shall be called the Southern Land of 
the Holy Ghost (La Australia del Espiritu Santo)… and this always and forever… and to 
the end that to all natives, in all the said lands, the holy and sacred evangel may be 
preached zealously and openly.” 

In 1908 a Methodist lady by the name of Janet Lancaster, read a pamphlet called ‘Back 
to Pentecost’.  After reading it and seeking the Lord, she received the infilling of the 
Holy Spirit.  This is considered to be the first recorded outpouring of the Holy Spirit on a 
person in Australia.  On New Year’s Eve 1909, with a few friends, they opened the first 
Pentecostal Church ‘Good News Hall’ in Queensberry Street, North Melbourne. 

In 1937 the Assemblies of God was formed; in 2007 the name was changed to Austral-
ian Christian Churches.  We are a part of the Australian Christian Churches and in 
Australia there are now over 1,000 churches with over 300 churches in Queensland. 

Today we celebrate Pentecost; not just as a memorial, but as an ongoing empower-
ment of the promise that Jesus gave to His disciples. 

On the first Sunday in June, I will teach on the person of the Holy Spirit in the morning 
meeting and in the evening I will teach on the baptism in the Holy Spirit and pray for 
people.  Don’t miss this special time in our church!
